ÅSwimming pool, hot tub and snow-melt applications are ineligible

ÅCollectors: SRCC OG-100 rating. Min.23,000 BTU/day output

ÅStorage Tank:  Min. 40 gallons,  proportional to BTU output

ÅProduction Requirements: optimum orientation output must be at least 80%

ÅFederal Requirements: Contractors that install commercial 
systems must comply with Davis-Bacon Act. (information on 
the Act, directions for compliance will be released before 
launch, training to be held in early May)

ÅThe GEO will have a complaint process and reserves the right to 
suspend contractors from the program
